Scriptures: (1) His Name is Jesus (oJ ∆Ihsouvß )

Ephesians 1: 3 Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ,  ...   Notice Lord ( oJ ku/rioß ),   Jesus ( oJ ∆Ihsouvß )  ,   Christ ( oJ cristo\ß )  and Son of the Father ( oJ ui˚o\ß touv qeouv patroß ) 
His name is JESUS
Matthew 1: 20  “Joseph son of David, do not be afraid to take Mary home as your wife, because what is conceived in her is from the Holy Spirit.  21 She will give birth to a son, and you are to give him the name Jesus, because he will save his people from their sins.”

Scriptures (2) He is the Promised Christ  (oJ cristo\ß)
Matthew 16:16 Simon Peter answered, “You are the Christ, the Son of the living God.” (su\ ei• oJ cristo\ß oJ ui˚o\ß touv qeouv touv zw◊ntoß.)

His Title is the Christ    Cristoß
John 20:31 (Purpose for the Gospel) 31 But these are written that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that by believing you may have life in his name.

Scriptures (3) He is the Sovereign Lord of All  ( oJ ku/rioß)
Phil 2:10-11 ... that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow,
in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 11  and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Scriptures (4)  What the Supper represents about what the Lord Jesus Christ has done: 
1Cor. 11:23 For I received from the Lord what I also passed on to you: The Lord Jesus, on the night he was betrayed, took bread,  24 and when he had given thanks, he broke it and said, “This is my body, which is for you; do this in remembrance of me.” 25 In the same way, after supper he took the cup, saying, “This cup is the new covenant in my blood; do this, whenever you drink it, in remembrance of me.”

Scriptures (5) Why Christians celebrate this
He told us to! Lk. 22:19b... "do this is remembrance of me."
Plus, too many reasons to fit in this slide

Scriptures (6) How what He did became ours (and has hence been constantly celebrated.)
Eph. 1:13  "And you also were included in Christ when you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation. Having believed, you were marked in him with a seal, the promised Holy Spirit,"

Phil. 2:10  that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow,  in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 11 and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

The Supper declares that
In the crucifixion He gave His body for us--
In the crucifixion He gave His Covenant bonding blood

How what He did became theirs?
	By Faith and Confession
Ephesians 1:13 And you also were included in Christ when you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation. Having believed, you were marked in him with a seal, the promised Holy Spirit,

Romans 10:9-10  That if you confess with your mouth, “Jesus is Lord,” and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved.  10 For it is with your heart that you believe and are justified, and it is with your mouth that you confess and are saved.
