I urge, then, first of all, that requests, prayers, intercession and thanksgiving be made for everyone-- for kings and all those in authority, that we may live peaceful and quiet lives in all godliness and holiness. This is good, and pleases God our Savior, who wants all men to be saved and to come to a knowledge of the truth. For there is one God and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus, who gave himself as a ransom for all men--the testimony given in its proper time. And for this purpose I was appointed a herald and an apostle--I am telling the truth, I am not lying--and a teacher of the true faith to the Gentiles. I want men everywhere to lift up holy hands in prayer, without anger or disputing. 1 Timothy 2:1-8
Paul Urges Prayer for Others 
· There is no one whom God's grace cannot reach. Paul exhorts Timothy to pray for "all men" (1 Tim. 2:1). 
· God can save the worst of sinners, and the “chief" of sinners (1 Tim. 1:15).
· He urges prayer also for all in authority that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and honesty (1 Tim. 2:2). 
· God has ordained political authority for our benefit (Rom. 13:1-7).

God is the Only Savior 
· This is a counter cultural statement, but it is the biblical position. (1 Tim.2: 3, 5).
· Scripture teaches that no one beside God can truly save us (Mark 2: 7). 
· God's ability to save is not limited (1 Tim. 2: 4-6). We must never reduce Him to a human savior who may be either incapable or desirous of saving. 
· His invitation is to all; He loves all and invites all. He will not turn away anyone who comes to Him for salvation (John 6:37).
God’s Salvation is Available to All
· In all of creation, only man is made in the image and likeness of God (Gen.1: 26) with a moral awareness.
· Ever since Adam and Eve chose to disobey God in the Garden of Eden (Gen.3:16) men have continued to sin, "For all have sinned and come short of the glory of God” Rom.3:23.
· Because of His great love (Jn.3:16), God wills all to be saved (1Tim.2: 4). God desires that all people come to Him 2Pet.3:9.

Prayer along the lines of Romans 10:9-10 (NIV) 

That if you confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. For it is with your heart that you believe and are justified, and it is with your mouth that you confess and are saved. 
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
