Come and Rejoice Greatly : Zechariah 9:9
Rejoice greatly, O Daughter of Zion!    Shout, Daughter of Jerusalem!    See, your king comes to you, righteous and having salvation, gentle and riding on a donkey, on a colt, the foal of a donkey.
Scripture: Mark 11: 7-10.

Why Some Refused to Rejoice
· They rejected His authority -- valuing their own above His.
· Fearing the reaction of Rome and how it would affect them.
· They saw enough to know He was in harmony with God His Father.
· They could not deny his miracles.
· They were the cursed "fig tree".

· Why some of us refuse.
· Fear of our neighbors who reject Christ's rule
· Over gay marriage ... over creation versus evolution... over  ....
Why again some refused to rejoice greatly
· Their greed for God's money made them want to kill Him.
· By what authority do you do these things?
· John's baptism ... by whose authority?
· Cannot serve God and money. Matthew 6:24

Come, Rejoice Greatly
· Transform Zechariah 9:9 to words appropriate for the church:
· Rejoice greatly, O Bride of Christ:  See, your King has come to you, righteous and having salvation, gently … awaiting your response!

· Do I fear that using my emotions in worship of Christ might somehow be wrong?

· Am I so emotional that my heart does not process the salvation that Christ has brought me?

· Do I struggle with surrendering to God's Christ the authority He deserves.... do I insist in having my own control?

· Is money/wealth an issue that has compromised my ability to rejoice greatly in my King?
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
