A Life of Love
Caesar Paul, Pastor of Adult Ministries
2nd Corinthians 6&7

Love Means Urging - 2nd Corinthians 6:1–2  
Unconditional love does not exclude urging.  Paul called on the Corinthian believers to not receive the grace of God in vain.  Romans 12:1-2, I beseech you therefore brethren….
Love Means Self-Sacrifice - 2nd Corinthians 6:3-13  
Paul suffered and endured everything as a servant of God, out of love.
Love Means Separation – 2nd Corinthians 6:14 - 7:1
Commitment to Christ calls for separation from anyone or anything that contaminates body, mind and spirit.
Love Means Joy even in Pain - 2nd Corinthians 7:2–21
Paul experienced pain in writing the letter and in sending the letter.  Paul experienced great anxiety and distress about the Corinthian’s response to his letter.  Paul’s letter caused the Corinthians sorrow that produced repentance and joy.
Discussion Questions
1. What about the text jumps out at you, what convicts you, what informs you, what impresses you?
2. What would it look like to adopt Paul’s attitude towards our children and others in the family of God?
3. Did your understanding of love include urging, and self-sacrifice, and separation, and joy even in pain?
4. How would our church family and biological family be impacted should we emulate Paul’s attitude towards the Corinthian brethren?
5. What would it be like to have Paul for a parent?
