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From Darkness to Light
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Testimonies by Sharon and Bill Richardson followed by gospel presentation.

John 8:12 “I am the light of the world. Whoever follows me will never walk in darkness, but will have the light of life.”

Bill talked about the darkness in his life before he was a Christian. Jesus flooded his heart with love when Bill repented of his sin and asked Jesus to come into his heart. God has forgiven him. Jesus brought light and life into his personal darkness.  Jesus works in the same way today and is still rescuing people. 

Challenge: Are you in darkness?

Gospel explanation: As unbelievers we are all sinners and as such are separated from God because of our sin. Romans 3:23 declares “for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.” Every human being is a sinner and cannot reach a Holy God on their own merits.

God says that the penalty for our sin is death. Romans 6:23 “For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord”. Death is spiritual death and separation from God because of our sin.

Many people try and bridge the gap between us and God through their own efforts. These include good works, being religious, giving money to the church/charity and living our lives by our own moral code. However, none of these efforts are good enough to make us acceptable to a Holy God. We cannot do it on our own. Only God can provide the answer.

God has provided the solution to the human problem of sin. John 3:16,17 “For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life. For God did not send his Son into the world to condemn the world, but to save the world through him.”

Jesus Christ was sinless and did not deserve to die; He did not deserve God’s punishment for sin which was death. This meant that there was an exchange took place on the cross at Calvary; He paid the death penalty for us and died for the sins of the world. Our punishment became His punishment. His sinless state covered our sin. His blood washes us clean. 

He defeated death by coming out of the tomb; the tomb could not hold him because he was not guilty of death.

He defeated sin because he was sinless.

He defeated hell and now sits at the right of the father in heaven.
He defeated darkness and burst forth into light. John 11:25,26 “I am the resurrection and the life. The one who believes in me will live, even though they die; and whoever lives by believing in me will never die. Do you believe this?”

When we repent of our sin and ask for forgiveness and ask Jesus to come into our life and be with us, he fills us with the light and love. We can have forgiveness of sins. 

Only through him: we can cross from darkness into light.
		       We can cross from death into life.
		       We can cross from hell and spend eternity in heaven with God.


It’s only through him John 14:6 ““I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me”.

What is interesting to note is that when we accept Jesus Christ as Lord of our life, when God looks at us now he no longer sees our sin; He only sees the blood that Jesus shed for us on the cross. His blood has washed us clean.

Challenge: Would you like to give your heart to Jesus today? Would you like to cross from the darkness in your life to the light? Would you like to accept Christ as your Savior?
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
