TITLE: Abraham: Man of Faith, Man of Messianic Revelation

TEXT:
· Genesis 15:6, Abraham believed God and it was accredited to him as righteousness.  (Abraham had faith in God!)  
· Genesis 22:14, So Abraham called that place The LORD Will Provide. And to this day it is said, “On the mountain of the LORD it will be provided.” 
· Acts 7:2-3, To this he replied: “Brothers and fathers, listen to me! The God of glory appeared to our father Abraham while he was still in Mesopotamia, before he lived in Haran.  3 ‘Leave your country and your people,’ God said, ‘and go to the land I will show you.’
· Genesis 11:31, please read
· Genesis 12:1-3, The LORD had said to Abram, “Leave your country, ( first Ur, now Haran) your people (dad Terah, brother Nahor and relatives, --Haran died in Ur ) and your father’s household and go to the land I will show you. 2   “I will make you into a great nation and I will bless you; I will make your name great, and you will be a blessing.  3 I will bless those who bless you, and whoever curses you I will curse; and all peoples on earth will be blessed through you.” 
· Genesis 12:4, So Abram left, as the LORD had told him
· Genesis 15:1, After this, the word of the LORD came to Abram in a vision: “Do not be afraid, Abram. I am your shield, your very great reward.” ...5 He took him outside and said, “Look up at the heavens and count the stars—if indeed you can count them.” Then he said to him, “So shall your offspring be.” 
· Genesis 15:6, Abram believed the LORD, and he credited it to him as righteousness.
· Read all of Genesis 22.  Focus on the result in Genesis 22:14.

Father in Heaven: Grant us the understanding of what faith in You is all about. Help us to act in faith in You where we live, among the peoples, families and relatives among whom we live, and in the challenging real life situations in which we find ourselves.
