The Importance of the Exodus
In the Exodus…
A nation is born
Proof of Israel’s belief in the One God
Passover  is instituted
Law is given—The Ten Commandments
Sacrificial system given
From Slavery to Freedom
Miracle density
The writing prophet
The Test of the prophet
This Exodus leads to the Greater Exodus in Christ
Four hundred plus years before the Exodus, as God spoke to Abram, 
Gen. 15:12 (NIV 84)  	As the sun was setting, Abram fell into a deep sleep, and a thick and dreadful darkness came over him.  13 Then the LORD said to him, “Know for certain that your descendants will be strangers in a country not their own, and they will be enslaved and mistreated four hundred years.  
14 But I will punish the nation they serve as slaves, and afterward they will come out with great possessions.  15 You, however, will go to your fathers in peace and be buried at a good old age.  16 In the fourth generation your descendants will come back here, for the sin of the Amorites has not yet reached its full measure.” 
Time for the Exodus had come ... about BC. 1450 or so years before Christ 
Ex. 3:1  Now Moses was tending the flock of Jethro his father-in-law, the priest of Midian, and he led the flock to the far side of the desert and came to Horeb, the mountain of God.  2 There the angel of the LORD appeared to him in flames of fire from within a bush. Moses saw that though the bush was on fire it did not burn up.  3 So Moses thought, “I will go over and see this strange sight—why the bush does not burn up.” 
Moses encounters God
Ex. 3:4   When the LORD saw that he had gone over to look, God called to him from within the bush, “Moses! Moses!”
 	And Moses said, “Here I am.” 
Ex. 3:5   “Do not come any closer,” God said. “Take off your sandals, for the place where you are standing is holy ground.”  6 Then he said, “I am the God of your father, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac and the God of Jacob.” At this, Moses hid his face, because he was afraid to look at God.

Send someone else
Ex. 4:12 
12 Now go; I will help you speak and will teach you what to say. 13 But Moses said, “O Lord, please send someone else to do it.”  14 Then the LORD’S anger burned against Moses and he said, …“ 
Some 1500 years or so after ...  at the Mount of Transfiguration 
Luke 9: 30 Two men, Moses and Elijah,  31 appeared in glorious splendor, talking with Jesus. They spoke about his departure (His Exodus   [image: ] )  which he was about to bring to fulfillment at Jerusalem.

Listen to the call that comes with these Scriptures whether you are a 
Seeker
Christian wobbly in your faith
Christian sidelined from the action of Christ’s Kingdom for comfort
Christian trying to avoid significant conflict that would keep you from bearing fruit and experiencing more of the Living God
Moses and the Investment of God
Born at the time of the Exodus as God remembers His covenant with Abraham
Born with special qualities
Saved from Pharaoh’s post abortion clinic
Through midwives who feared God more than Pharaoh
A preordained “basket case”
To bear a name like a Pharaoh 
Raised fluent in Egyptian language and manner
Raised as a prince with royal protocol
Specialty training—languages of the countries to the north
Knowledge of how to read and write
Trained to be a leader
His “DNA”
Not confident of speech
A deep sense of justice
A leader, take action type
Sent to Wilderness Training Camp
For forty years
Given a herd to shepherd
In a harsh land
Given a revelation of God at the level his job would require
Different calling, different revelations
Different response to God … different calling
For Moses—
A burning bush on the Mountain of God, that did not burn the bush
The staff that would serve to be a sign to Israel and Egypt
Called to be fruitful in a difficult task
Obstacles with Israel—God would provide
Obstacles with Pharaoh—God would provide
Weakness of Moses’ speech—God would provide
Do we see obstacles in what God has called us to do?

But Moses tried to turn it down!
And God is not pleased!

But Moses became the Exodus man!
The man God greatly used
The man who as he went along became more and more desirous of being close to the glorious God!

Thoughts to Ponder  <-----------> Scripture to Apply
   What role does God's prophecy to Abraham about the future Exodus have in strengthening your faith? Do you see the sovereignty of God over nations? Israel didn't exist at the time of God's dream revelation to Abraham!)
  In what ways did God reveal what He was like to Moses?  Do I accept the revelation of what God is like as revealed in the Exodus?  When did God become angry with Moses?  What kinds of investment did God put into Moses' life?  What kinds of investment do you think God has put into your life so you might carry out the works he prepared for you in advance?  What are some of the blessings of God that were given to Moses as he undertook the task God had for him?  What earthly pleasures have we valued more than the blessings of God?  (See John 14: 21)  Do you identify with the Exodus Jesus accomplished in Jerusalem? (Luke 9: 30-31)
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
