Part I:  The LAW:  Scripture: Exodus 20: The Ten Commandments
Ex. 20:1 And God spoke all these words:  2  “I am the LORD your God, who brought you out of Egypt, out of the land of slavery.  3 “You shall have no other gods before me.  4 “You shall not make for yourself an idol in the form of anything in heaven above or on the earth beneath or in the waters below.  

5 You shall not bow down to them or worship them; for I, the LORD your God, am a jealous God, punishing the children for the sin of the fathers to the third and fourth generation of those who hate me,  6 but showing love to a thousand[ generations] of those who love me and keep my commandments.  

7 “You shall not misuse the name of the LORD your God, for the LORD will not hold anyone guiltless who misuses his name.  8 “Remember the Sabbath day by keeping it holy.  9 Six days you shall labor and do all your work,  10 but the seventh day is a Sabbath to the LORD your God. On it you shall not do any work, neither you, nor your son or daughter, nor your manservant or maidservant, nor your animals, nor the alien within your gates.  

11 For in six days the LORD made the heavens and the earth, the sea, and all that is in them, but he rested on the seventh day. Therefore the LORD blessed the Sabbath day and made it holy.  12 “Honor your father and your mother, so that you may live long in the land the LORD your God is giving you.  

13 “You shall not murder.  14 “You shall not commit adultery.  15 	“You shall not steal.  16 “You shall not give false testimony against your neighbor.  17 “You shall not covet your neighbor’s house. You shall not covet your neighbor’s wife, or his manservant or maidservant, his ox or donkey, or anything that belongs to your neighbor.” 

Ex. 20:18  When the people saw the thunder and lightning and heard the trumpet and saw the mountain in smoke, they trembled with fear. They stayed at a distance 19 and said to Moses, “Speak to us yourself and we will listen. But do not have God speak to us or we will die.”

The Sacrifice:  Part 1 The Passover
Ex. 12:12 “On that same night I will pass through Egypt and strike down every firstborn—both men and animals—and I will bring judgment on all the gods of Egypt. I am the LORD.  13 The blood will be a sign for you on the houses where you are; and when I see the blood, I will pass over you. No destructive plague will touch you when I strike Egypt.

The Sacrifice:  Part 2 The Day of Atonement
Lev. 23:26  The LORD said to Moses,  27 “The tenth day of this seventh month is the Day of Atonement. Hold a sacred assembly and deny yourselves, and present an offering made to the LORD by fire.  28 Do no work on that day, because it is the Day of Atonement, when atonement is made for you before the LORD your God.  29 Anyone who does not deny himself on that day must be cut off from his people.

ABOUT 1500 YEARS LATER, AFTER CHRIST'S DEATH AND RESURRECTION, WHEN THE GOSPEL WAS BEING SPREAD...
... Jesus the Perfect Sacrifice, the Perfect Priest, 1 Cor. 5: 7  For Christ, our Passover lamb, has been sacrificed Rom. 3:25 God presented him as a sacrifice of atonement, Heb. 4:14 Therefore, since we have a great high priest who has gone through the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold firmly to the faith we profess.

The Plagues and the gods of Egypt
The Egyptians worshipped the Nile as being the bloodstream of the God Osirus.  Looking at a map of the Nile
Frogs? Egyptians worshipped the frog because of its connection with a good crop year.  Ever slept with frogs?
sun god Ra--darkness
What did the Plagues prove?
The Law dealt with not only outward actions but the heart!  
First of all, coveting is a matter of the heart.
Secondly--  Jesus applied the whole law as a matter of the heart... you've heard that it was said, Do not murder, but I tell you   Mt. 5:
	Thirdly-- only love can fulfill the law Romans 13

The Law & the Sacrifice
The Law uncovers our rebellion
The Law rightly heard displays our guilt
The Law helps control the lawless in society
The Law shows that Christ was the only One who fulfilled its requirements and qualified as the Perfect Sacrifice 
The Law is an accountability check on the existence of Love– since love keeps the law

Christ, the Perfect Sacrifice
He who knew no sin became sin that you might become the righteousness of God, in Him
Completely accepted by God
A radiance that can grow, unlike that of Moses that faded
A fellowship that flows from righteousness

Do you remember when the load of the Law came off of you?  And you were clean before God, and you had joy ... and ...
Contrast Moses radiance that faded with ours that is meant to grow

Thoughts to Ponder <--->  Scriptures to Apply
[bookmark: _GoBack]Have you ever trembled before the Holiness of God, whose law you had broken?  What would your own prologue to hearing the Ten Commandments be like?  Can you see how your becoming aware of the law (back "then"?) made clear the reality of your own hostility against God? (see Romans 7: 9 I was once alive apart from the law, but when the commandment came, sin came alive and I died). Explain how being superficially aware of the law of God like Saul of Tarsus did (before he met Christ ... and became known as the Apostle Paul) is different from being convicted by the Law.  The old Exodus was not completed till Israel had been delivered from slavery and brought out to worship. (Ex. 8:1).  Has the Greater Exodus brought you to the experience of worship as Paul shared with the Corinthians: Romans 5: 7 ... For Christ, our Passover lamb, has been sacrificed.  8 Therefore let us keep the Festival, not with the old yeast, the yeast of malice and wickedness, but with bread without yeast, the bread of sincerity and truth.
