TEXT:  James 1:19-27
[bookmark: _GoBack]Scripture: 2 Samuel 11:1-5
2Sam. 11:1 In the spring, at the time when kings go off to war, David sent Joab out with the king’s men and the whole Israelite army. They destroyed the Ammonites and besieged Rabbah. But David remained in Jerusalem. 
2    	One evening David got up from his bed and walked around on the roof of the palace. From the roof he saw a woman bathing. The woman was very beautiful,  3 and David sent someone to find out about her 
The man said, “Isn’t this Bathsheba, the daughter of Eliam and the wife of Uriah the Hittite?”  4 Then David sent messengers to get her. She came to him, and he slept with her. (She had purified herself from her uncleanness.) Then she went back home.  5 The woman conceived and sent word to David, saying, “I am pregnant.” 

Scripture: Psalm 51:1-
Psa. 51:1  Have mercy on me, O God, according to your unfailing love; according to your great compassion blot out my transgressions. 
2  Wash away all my iniquity and cleanse me from my sin. 3  For I know my transgressions, and my sin is always before me. 
4  Against you, you only, have I sinned and done what is evil in your sight, so that you are proved right when you speak and justified when you judge.

Learning the courage that comes from God in times of danger and hardship in our labors …
Learning to give all we are to God
Righteous anger at injustice
Importance of worship
Establishing Godly friendships
Can sin take down a man after God’s own heart?
You must know it can and knowing it can, can help us to live in victory
1 Cor 10:12-14 let him who stands take care …
The humility of knowing it can helps us to not trust in ourselves, and to learn from the accounts of scripture
Please!  Don’t avoid the teaching on sin because it offends our flesh, our youth, our relatives or our friends.
Jesus didn’t avoid it to gain popularity (Sermon on the Mount)
Paul didn’t avoid it to help spread the Gospel faster (Romans 1-7)
True conversion comes to sinners who know they need a Savior
How David fell …
Making provision for sin
Not being where we ought to be laboring …
Not physically tired gives time for the Evil one to tempt us
Making provision for sin
Not being satisfied by God’s provision to fulfill a desire (Gen. 2:24; Prov. 5; Deuteronomy 17) sets us up to look to satisfy it elsewhere 
Making provision for sin– disregarding God’s standards 
Letting your flesh set the standard of what you are attracted to (beauty without godliness) Gen. 6
Willingness to break the commands of God—breaking another’s marriage covenant … to satisfy your desire
How sin can drastically affect our thinking
What you would never do in fellowship with God is altered drastically when you are shrouded in sin …
Attempts to hide his sin by …passing off the baby as engendered by another!
Getting a loyal soldier drunk
Engineering Uriah’s death, though he was a loyal soldier!
My wife looks at the foolishness of politicians thinking , don’t they think of what will happen as a result?

Unseen consequences
David didn’t see…
How his giving in to sin would end in murder 2 Sam 11: 14-17
How his sin would stumble his sons and produce rape and murder in his own family 2 Sam 13
How it would fracture his kingdom and produce a civil war 2 Sam. 18: 7  (20,000 men died)
How …
In the deception of sin, we don’t see!

God’s grace
In sending in a prophetic word from a wise heart– Nathan the prophet
God pursues his own, and disciplines his own
God’s Grace
In revealing to David the true nature of sin
God reveals the true nature of sin to a deceived heart who listens … and David began to see the nature of his sin: 
Transgression  --not merely an ignorant poor choice
Iniquity– a wrong incurring a horrible  penalty
A missing the mark- falling far short of the glory God made us for
A loss of truth in the inner parts – falsehood inside
A loss of trustworthiness- no steadfast spirit
A condition of being dirty
An inward spiritual pain as if his bones were crushed
Two terrible things David knew he deserved and desperately did not want
To be cast away from God’s presence
To lose the Holy Spirit
That anointed him for the position of King
He could lose the position he was made for (even Paul thought about that? 1 Cor. 9:27
That gave him wisdom, courage, discernment, …
The incomparable mercy and love of God
How Deep the Father’s love for us!
David and Psalm 22--, the message of the Passover, the message of Abraham’s son—the infinite cost of true forgiveness
Covenant Love, Compassion, Merciful, The One who washes us, forgives us, blots out sin, 
Beyond forgiveness– bringing us through the consequences of our sin on this earth
Beyond forgiveness– coaching and empowering us to live a victorious life
Forgiveness so deep
That it responds in praise and desires people to see Glorious God rather than being to impressed with ourselves


Thoughts to Ponder <----->  Scripture to Apply
Can a man "after God's own heart" fall into sin? How can you benefit from knowing that?  1 Cor. 10:12-13    What decisions did David take that set him up to fall into sin? (Notice specifics)  Can you think of decisions/choices you may have made that have predisposed you to fall into sin?  What can you do today to change those?  
	Notice it took a Nathan, a Nathan set in motion by God to help David come to grips with his sin?  What does it take us to come to grips with our sin? 
	How important is the recognition of sin and the nature of sin to our Christian faith? 
	When we are in sin, what happens to our ability to think in a godly way, to make godly decisions, and to be able to share our faith with those heading toward destruction? As David's spiritual eyes were enlightened, what descriptive terms does David use to describe his sin before God and before the people of God?  Do we see our own sins in those terms? What ways do we tend to water down our sin so that we avoid seeking God's action in our lives to cleanse us from all unrighteousness and restore our joy in Christ? God forgives us so we no longer have our sins held against us.  Do we leave the heaviness of sin behind as we embrace the righteousness of Christ that God has credited to us? Do we walk in joy?
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
