Come, receive the King, Your King, He comes Humbly to You
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John 12:12-15 The next day the great crowd that had come for the Feast heard that Jesus was on his way to Jerusalem.  13 They took palm branches and went out to meet him, shouting, “Hosanna!’”    “Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord!”     “Blessed is the King of Israel!”  14 Jesus found a young donkey and sat upon it, as it is written, 15 “Do not be afraid, O Daughter of Zion; see, your king is coming, seated on a donkey’s colt.”
Luke 19:39-41  Some of the Pharisees in the crowd said to Jesus, “Teacher, rebuke your disciples!” 40  “I tell you,” he replied, “if they keep quiet, the stones will cry out.” 41 As he approached Jerusalem and saw the city, he wept over it.
John 12:16  At first his disciples did not understand all this. Only after Jesus was glorified did they realize that these things had been written about him and that they had done these things to him.

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The Relation Between the Jerusalem Temple and Our Lives
Jerusalem– the place God chose among the tribes
Especially the Temple– where God’s Name would dwell 
Deut. 12:5 But you are to seek the place the LORD your God will choose from among all your tribes to put his Name there for his dwelling. To that place you must go;  (then)
Deut. 12:11 Then to the place the LORD your God will choose as a dwelling for his Name—there you are to bring everything I command you: your burnt offerings and sacrifices, your tithes and special gifts, and all the choice possessions you have vowed to the LORD.
The Timing and the Place:  Seeing the Layout in view of what has gone before…
Covenant Promise to Abraham 2000 BC
God would provide The Sacrifice on the very mountain that Abraham offered up Isaac Gen. 12 & 22
Covenant Promise to David  1000 BC
The threshing floor of Arauna the Jebusite, Jerusalem 2 Samuel 24/ 1 Chron. 21
Promised Suffering Servant c 700 BC Isaiah 52-53
Prophecy of Daniel-- 
For Israel and Jerusalem all the Prerequisites had been done
Jesus—incarnate, traveled life’s journey to full manhood– without sin!
All the sign miracles that revealed Christ had been done– Jesus was …
All the teaching– done with clarity, purity and divine power
All Israel covered by Jesus and His disciples
The discipling of the 12, 72 and …
All Israel would be represented—it was Passover season
And the news of Jesus and his raising Lazarus from the dead had gone out

To be Recognized as King
Whether or not they would continue to be the chosen people of God
Must we recognize Jesus as King?
Romans 10:9-10
Christ’s Sorrow when men reject Him
It's God's sorrow’s when men reject his Christ
God does not rejoice in the death of the wicked  Ezek. 18:23 Do I take any pleasure in the death of the wicked? declares the Sovereign LORD. Rather, am I not pleased when they turn from their ways and live?
The people’s joy and His joy when they receive Him as God’s Anointed
How to respond
“Hosanna!’”   means SAVE [us]
 “Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord!”     
“Blessed is the King of God’s People!”  I receive Him as my King
His entry is triumphal for all who do, and He makes His Name to dwell in us.

Thoughts to Ponder <---> Scripture to Apply
· [bookmark: _GoBack]In what way was the "Triumphal Entry" triumphal, and in what ways was it not?
· What events in Jesus' life set the background for Jesus' ride into Jerusalem that day? Have you absorbed those in your understanding about who Jesus is?
· Why is Jerusalem and the temple in Jerusalem so important to understanding why Jesus presented Himself there?  (Deuteronomy 12  )  What do you think it meant when God spoke of the place among the tribes of Israel where He chose for "His Name to Dwell?"
· How do you relate to the account of "The Triumphal Entry"? To be a true Christian, must I receive Jesus into my life as God's anointed king? (See Romans 10:9-10) Notice the joy of many who accompanied Jesus from Bethany/Bethphage to Jerusalem.  Notice in Acts how joy accompanies receiving Jesus as Lord and experiencing the forgiveness of sin! 
· Have you experienced a "Triumphal Entry" of Jesus Christ into your life.  Has his Name come to dwell in your inmost person?
· If yes, let your joy be known!  Blessed is He who came in the Name of the Lord!
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
